1. Pray that He will be highly exalted in each of us and His presence shall be greatly felt. Ask Him
to help you and all who are part of the fast memorable time. Ask the Holy Spirit to search you and
reveal unknown sins and help you confess and sincerely walk away from such. Ask the blood of
Jesus Christ to cleanse you and strategically position you for a memorable time. Ask the Holy Spirit
to help you and others. Pray for the blood of Jesus to cover you ask Him to help you see. Psalm

2. Thank God that there is nothing impossible for Him. Ask He to take you beyond where you have
ever been, That He should unveil potentials in you that you never envisaged. Pray for a consistent
walk that cannot be faulted for sinful living.
